If you prefer
camping, try tipi camping as well as trapperOs tents at nearbysundance Lodges D 10ve stayed there
and highly recommend the campfire experience.

Kananaskis Heli Tours

Just walk half a minute from the Casino B where | learned to sharpen my poker playing skills -- and
across its parking lot to Kananaskis Heli Tours. 1Ove flown with sister company Icefield Heli in Alberta
as well as this one. Both operations have exceedingly friendly staff with personable pilots who go out
of their way to give you an exciting view of the mountains.

The pilots act as tour guides while youOre flying and explain the geology and history of the region tht
youOre seeing at altitudes of some 2,300 m/7,000 ft.

This is a memorable day of scenic kayak
touring in the Rockies.
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Mountain Biking with Kananaskis Outfitters

Try the Bill Milne (Evan-Thomas) bike path that offers great views as you make your way to Wedge
Pond. Or you can choose a custom guided interpretive tour with Kananaskis Outfitters. 1tOs located in
the Kananaskis Village Centre, so if youOre staying at the Delta Lodge, youOre right there.

Horse Trail Riding with Boundary Ranch

Boundary Ranch is just down the road from the Delta Lodge, and | know from experience that it has
a renowned steak lunch. But the real attraction at the ranch is its trail rides and pack trips. You can
meander with your horse through wildflower meadows as you make your way to mountain vistas
during a two-hour ride, or take a few days for some overnights. And if youOre a hunter, there is elk
hunting in the fall.

Hike at Mt. Engadine Lodge

Mt. Engadine Lodge is a backcountry jewel where you can wander in wildflower meadows and pass
by pure alpine lakes. For hiking, Chester Lake and Burstall Pass are two popular experiences. There
are also ski trails in the winter.
